It was recently determined that over 60 churches in the Twin City Metro area do 
not have an affiliation with a Knights of Columbus council.  I thought that this 
month I would list a few things done by councils across Minnesota in hopes that 
one of those priests might see our works and decide that they also need a KC 
Council in their church. 
 
You see Father, without your invitation, we are unable to bring the benefits of our 
Order to you and your parish. 
 
*   A council in Little Falls donates volunteers driving from Randall to St. Cloud 
so a priest can hear confessions every other Friday. 
*   Fairmont KC’s recently held a memorial basketball tournament and donated 
almost $2500 to the local Catholic School. 
*  The Sartell council led the Rosary at their Church on March 25th for the Day of 
the Unborn. 
*   Council #4184m West St. Paul, have three $500 scholarships to be applied 
toward Catholic School tuition. 
*  Willmar council arranges for a 24 hour adoration the first Friday of every 
month.  They also sponsor an annual omelet breakfast to raise scholarship funds 
for parish HS seniors. 
*   Elk River KC’s use funds from their Lenten Soup Suppers to support a 
Deacon’s mission trip to Venezuela.  An annual youth breakfast recently raised 
$600 for parish youth programs. 
*  Excelsior council #5268 covers the 11 p.m. to Midnight shift for Perpetual 
Adoration every Saturday night.  Recently they sent a $500 donation to St. John’s 
School. 
*   The Blaine council sponsored a breakfast last month with proceeds of just less 
than $300 going to RSVP (Refund Support Vocations Program).

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One of the many mysteries of nature is migration.  What combination of instincts 
and scientific forces creates the ability for a species to migrate thousands of miles 
each year?

How can the tiny, fragile Monarch Butterfly make a journey of 
several thousand miles?  Scientists really don’t know for sure, 
but they do know it is not done as one continuous, non stop 
flight.  The journey is done one day at a time and one mile at a 
time. 
 

Perhaps we, as KC’s, need to take a lesson from nature when it comes to setting 
and accomplishing goals.  Sometimes a goal can seem overwhelming or even 
completely unattainable.  This is especially true if we don’t have an action plan to 
accomplish the goal.  We need to develop plans that break goals down into 
increments that are accomplished over a period of time.  If the migration of a 
Monarch didn’t start until the last minute when winter snows started to fall, it 
would never end up wintering in Mexico.  Yet we, as KC’s, often wait until the 
last minute to find volunteers for projects, write up applications for awards, or 
find the officers for the coming year – and then we wonder why we don’t 
accomplish our goals.  We do the same when recruiting new members and often 
try to do every thing at once with too little time left to successfully accomplish 
our objectives.  We need to follow the example of the Monarch and start early so 
we end up where we want to be at the right time.

Financial Secretary  
Responsibilities 

 
An FS is appointed by the Supreme Knight for a 3 
year term.  He is responsible for sending out dues 
statements, keeping a current roster of paid 
members and recording when a member receives 
his 1st, 2nd and 3rd degrees.  It is  
 
very important to process the form 100’s 
immediately when members receive their 1st 
Degree.  Benefits such as the free accidental death 
benefit for members and wives aren’t effective 
until the paper work is completed by sending in 
the forms to Supreme. 
 
Many councils think the FS is responsible for 
suspending members who have not paid their dues.  
He is only responsible for processing the forms.  
The GK and the Retention Committee is 
responsible for personally contacting members and 
making a decision to suspend.  Councils should 
never suspend a member who lives elsewhere if 
they can convince him to transfer to another 
council or personally write a letter requesting 
withdrawal.  Transfers and withdrawals do not 
count against a council’s annual quota. 
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Farmers are some of the best goal setters and long 
range planners in the business world.  They are 
constantly dealing with variables such as the weather, 
local prices, global markets, disease and new 
technology.  One thing that does remain fixed is the 
need for replacement of dairy cows when a farmer is 
engaged in a dairy operation.   
 
It takes a heifer calf approximately two years before it 
gives birth to its first calf and becomes a productive 
member of a dairy herd.  Typically, it will reach its 
peak milk production at age 3-4 and will begin to 
decline in both health and production around the 7-9th 
year.  In a herd of 100 dairy cows, this means the 
farmer, at a minimum, must plan to bring 12-15 new 
cows into the herd each year.  Without replacements 
each year, the health and productivity decreases and 
eventually the herd dies and the dairy farmer is out of 
business. 
 
In many ways our councils are similar to a dairy herd.  
In order to remain healthy and productive, we need to 
add new members to the council each year.  If we 
don’t add members, eventually our councils will be 
out of business – just like the dairy farmer who 
doesn’t replace part of his herd each year. 

Pope Benedict the XVI approved a decree 
recognizing the heroic virtue of Father Michael J. 
McGivney, founder of the Knights of Columbus.  The 
Pope’s declaration significantly advances the priest’s 
process toward sainthood and gives the parish Priest 
the distinction of “Venerable Servant of God.”  
“Venerable” is the title of a person who has been 
posthumously declared heroic in virtue during the 
investigation and process leading to canonization as a 
saint.  Before one is considered venerable, he or she 
must be declared as such by a proclamation approved 
by the Pope of having lived lives that were “heroic in 
virtue” — the virtues being the Theological Virtues of 
faith, hope, and charity and the Cardinal Virtues of 
prudence, justice, fortitude, and temperance.  If 
canonized, Father McGivney would be the first 
American-born Priest to be so honored. 
 
With the Pope’s recent decree, and the authorization 
of a miracle at Father McGivney’s intercession, the 
Priest could be beatified.  A second miracle would be 
required for canonization.

Have you decided how 
much to contribute to Pennies for Seminarians, Jim Campbell Fund and of 
course the very worthy Student Loan Fund. (501-3C)? Personal checks 
payable to the MN Student Loan fund are tax deductible for the individual 
donor and will be credited to his council’s total if the council number is noted 
in the memo line of the check. 
 
According to Supreme records, and my records, there are still Councils that 
have not sent in the required forms. Form # 185, List of Council Officers, due 
7/1/07 –  Councils 1391, 1773, 4564, 5115, 5136, 5934, 8289, and 13324 had 
not filed. Form # 365 – Due 8-1-07, Directors and appointed positions 77 
councils had not filed, Form #1728 – Due 2-15-08, Fraternal Survey,  64 
councils had not filed. These numbers do not include the 8 councils I consider 
to be inactive. Check with your District Deputy or give me a call or email if 
you are unsure if you are on the DID NOT FILE  lists. Please work with me 
and I will work with you.  
 
FYI – The semi-annual audit form #1295 must be filed in order to maintain the 
Supreme bonding on your Treasurer and Financial Secretary. 82 Councils 
are delinquent and are without bonding or are in jeopardy of loosing it soon. 
Has yours been filed?  
 
Keep in mind that your council also must meet the membership quotas to be 
eligible for Star Council and must at least show positive membership activity 
to be eligible for the non-competition awards.

The original concept was for 1,000 members to each give $1 to the widow of a deceased brother Knight.  What 
began small has grown into a membership of 1.7 million and one of the largest and highest rated fraternal 
insurance groups in America.  The charity work of local councils gives the insurance a non-profit status with 
IRS. 
 
Local councils keep the insurance program in a non-profit, tax exempt status by annually filing Fraternal 
Surveys.   Membership growth keeps us healthy and the insurance gives us low cost protection with some of 
the profits used for: 
 
 $1 million annually to the Pope for his discretionary projects 

Four years of college for children of members of the military killed in hostile action. 
 12 issues a year of the Columbian Magazine 
 Expenses for District Deputies and State Deputies 
 Free accidental death benefits for members 
 Monetary assistance to victims of 911 
 Assistance to parishes and Catholic Schools damaged by Katrina 
 Competitive scholarships 
 Gifts to the National Shrine and Catholic University in Washington, DC 
 
The Supreme Council is made up of 72 State Councils and almost 14,500 local councils. Together, this is an 
awesome force for doing Christ’s work. 
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Friday night at the state convention there will be a 1st Degree Exemplification.  The team members will wear 
the new baldrics that are now available from Supreme.  District Deputies are the people responsible for 
certifying a 1st Degree Team, so this will be an excellent opportunity to witness a “top notch” team in action. 
 
At the current time, there are only 49 1st Degree Teams certified in the state.  We have 257 councils in 57 
districts and this does not even give us one team in each district.   The bottom line is, we need more teams.  
Being a member of an exemplification team is a position of honor.  Teams can be made up of members from 
one or more councils and yes, you can have a district team.  Grand Knights can form the team or appoint 
someone else to form the team and schedule practices and degrees.  
 
Sign up that new member, bring him with you Friday night to the convention and witness him taking his 1st 
Degree.  And as a bonus, Supreme will send you a 1 ¾ inch bronze medallion with the image of the Pope on 
one side and the KC emblem on the other side.
