One word describes the Fall Classic, 
WOW! From the opening ceremonies to 
the last pin falling, it was an impressive 
event. This year over 1500 athletes and 400 
coaches were treated to the hospitality of 
the Minnesota Knights of Columbus and 
the over 700 volunteers.  
 
In his opening address, Special Olympics 
of Minnesota President, Dave Dorn, 
welcomed the athletes and coaches and 
thanked the Knights of Columbus for their 
steadfast work on behalf of the Special 
Olympics, not only in Minnesota but all 
across the country. The Fall Classic wraps 
up a full year of activity for SOMN. It 
started in January with the Northland 300, 
a fundraising event that begins and ends in 
Two Harbors. The athletic events started in 
March with the Winter Games, the State 
Basketball tournament in April, the 
Summer Games in June and the Fall Sports 
Festival in August. This past June, 85 
athletes represented Minnesota in the first 
ever National Games in Ames, Iowa.  By 
far the largest event is the Fall Classic. 
 
In 1993 the Minnesota Knights of 
Columbus joined the event, when there 
were 380 athletes and 250 volunteers. On 
Friday evening, over 700 athletes, coaches 
and volunteers enjoyed a chicken dinner at 
the Veteran’s Community Center in Inver 
Grove Heights. Fall Classic chairman, Bob 
Hazelton, of St Paul served as Master of 
Ceremonies at the opening ceremony The 
Eagan Men’s Chorus led the singing of the 
National Anthem while the Fourth Degree 
Color Guard of the Nicollet Assembly 
presented the colors. Each team was 
introduced and Special Olympics Global 
Messenger Guy Hoppe, of New Ulm, 
shared his experience spreading the word 
about the Special Olympics. The Olympic 
Torch was lit and everyone was led in the 
recitation of the Special Olympics Athlete 
Oath. On Saturday evening, athletes and 
coaches were treated to a hamburger 
buffet. Both evenings concluded with a 
dance for all to enjoy.  On Sunday 
afternoon many of the athletes were 
presented their medallions and ribbons by 
Miss Minnesota Becky Ringen of Maple 
Grove and Mrs. Minnesota Angela 
Haseman, of Buffalo. The dates for next 
year’s Fall Classic are Nov 9-11, 2007.

Supreme Regional Consultant, Rod 
Hofschulte from Omaha, Neb. recently 
conducted training sessions at four 
locations in the state.  Locations were at 
Worthington, Wahkon, Dakota County 
Technical College and Winnebago.  State 
Secretary Gene Hippe joined Rod at three 
of the four two hour sessions.

The DD can only set up the 
meetings.  The GK’s need to be committed 
leaders and attend the meetings.  We need 
to all work together for the common good 
of the order.  Let us never forget that the 
more we work together, the more we can 
accomplish.
