A walk thru most hardwood forests, wooded pastures or farm windbreaks will probably reveal a few hollow trees.  
Squirrels often draw attention to the living hollow trees as they scamper up a tree and disappear into a small hole 
that used to be a limb.  Other hollow trees are more obvious with the hollow extending upward from the base.  
These too are often used by squirrels and other small animals.  
 
Hollow oaks are especially deceptive.  Unless you can see part of the hollow area, these trees look very normal.  
However, as the size of the hollow area increases, the condition of the tree both above 
and below ground begins to change.  The foliage becomes sparser, limbs become brittle 
and then die and break off.  The acorn crop diminishes and the root system begins to retract 
instead of expand.  Hollow oaks like all hollow trees, die from the inside out.  The core 
deteriorates and is no longer the life line necessary to sustain growth.  Eventually the only 
thing supporting a hollow tree is an outside shell and it no longer receives nutrients in a 
normal manner. 
 
Are hollow oaks and councils that aren’t growing similar?  Yes they are!  As the life giving core of the tree and 
the youthful vibrant core of a council disappear, all that is left is an outer shell that basically stays the same year 
after year.   Eventually the shell of a KC council will collapse into an inactive council, just as an old hollow oak tree 
stops growing and eventually crashes to the ground after a strong wind.   
 
Once a majestic old tree falls to the ground, there isn’t much left except the memories of what it used to be and how 
it provided shade, food, and shelter and stood tall among the other trees.  Once a council becomes inactive, it is 
difficult to ever have anything except the memories of what it used to be.  Council memories should be limited to 
council scrap books and other records and not join the list of councils that are dead, dying or inactive. Nurture your 
council!  Keep it alive and growing by bringing in new members.

The Knights of Columbus has 
committed itself to provide more 
financial and moral support to every 
seminarian in the United State & 
Canada.  While the Order has a number 
of other programs of assistance to 
seminarians, the R.S.V.P. is the primary 
program through which councils, 
assemblies, and circles participate in an 
organized manner. 
 
Since the beginning of the program in 
1981, the K of C has given $34 million 
in support of seminarians through 
R.S.V.P. with the Supreme Council 
refunding over $7 million to local units.  
Along with financial aid, the assistance 
through this program involves prayer 
and moral support, including letters and 
visits, (at least 4 personal letters and one 
personal contact per seminarian in every 
July-June fraternal year).  in this way, 
besides providing financial assistance, 
R.S.V.P. creates bonds of friendship 
between Knights and future Priests, 
many of whom join the Order and 
become chaplains as a result. 
 
Under the program, local K of C 
councils or assemblies agree to make an 
annual contribution of $500 or more to 
help a seminarian with his personal 
expenses.  Councils and assemblies can 
sponsor more than one seminarian if 
their resources permit.  In each case, the 
minimum annual contribution is $500 to 
one seminarian.   
 
For every $500 given to an individual, 

the Supreme Council will refund the 
council or assembly $100.  The 
maximum refund a council or assembly 
can receive is $400 per individual 
supported. 
 
R.S>V.P. is unique in that funds go 
directly to the seminarian, so for this 
reason the checks must be made out to 
the individual seminarian, not to a 
seminary, diocese, or other institution.  
The same holds true for members of 
Religious Orders—the check needs to 
be made out to the individual.  The 
donation made is not intended to cover 
the cost of education, rather these funds 
are for his/her personal needs.  
Seminaries and other institutions may 
qualify for, and receive financial 
assistance, from other programs of the 
Knights of Columbus. 
 
Minnesota’s participation this past 
fraternal year from July 2007-June 2008 
shows that 26 councils participate with 
a total of $38,165 given in support of 69 
seminarians.  St. Cloud Council #961 
was the greatest supporter with a 
donation of $11,500 for 23 seminarians.

This 
single application form should be 
submitted with copies of the cancelled 
checks or other documented evidence 
between April 1 and June 30 in order to 
qualify in this fraternal year.

Program 

 
An estimated 100-150 million people 
throughout the world need wheelchairs.  For 
millions of people, the only way to get 
around is to crawl or lie in a bed or a corner 
of a room for years.  this program has sent 
over 710,000 wheelchairs to 152 countries in 
the past 8 years. 
 
Each council in Minnesota can make a 
difference for some of these children and 
adults by hosting a fund raiser and raising 
$150 for each wheelchair.  We hope to be 
able to send a container of 280 wheelchairs 
to Mexico within six months.  Checks are to 
be made out to the Wheelchair Foundation 
and sent to Javier Valenzuela, State KC 
Chairman for the program.  Javier works for 
the Bremer Bank in Willmar where an 
account will be set up to receive and account 
for the funds.  Information to Javier can be 
found on page 8 of your KC State Directory.  
The wheelchair Foundation is tax exempt.

Please read the appropriate 
s e c t i o n  o f  “ C h a r t e r 
Constitution Laws of the 
Orde r ”  f o r  add i t iona l 
information regarding the 
following leadership tips: 
 
Sec. 12.a:  Refers to 
membership on the State 
Council.  The GK and a PGK 
are the delegates for the State 
Convention and the two 
alternates can be any 3rd Degree 
member. 
Sec. 113:  Candidates for 
membership approval can be 
voted on as individuals or as a 
group. 
Sec. 118.a:  Initiation fee for 
applicants under age 26 shall 
not exceed $10. 
Sec. 118.c:  Members age 65 
with 25 years of consecutive 
service are designated Life 
Members and after a written 
request only pay an annual fee 
of $10. 
Sec. 118.e:  Local, State and 
Supreme fees for disabled 
members can be waived after a 
written request is approved.
