The United States has been concerned about the environment for decades.  Here in Minnesota we are blessed with 
an abundance of protected forests, parks and scenic places.  Some streams are even given a special designation of 
“Wild and Scenic”. We have abundant state wildlife management areas and federal waterfowl production areas.  
Our state and local governments are very concerned about the quality of our public waters and the overall 
environment for our fish and wildlife in general.  We have strictly enforced fish and game laws that protect wildlife.  
Last year we approved a constitutional amendment to increase our sales tax for the benefit of the environment and 
wildlife. 
 
Isn’t it wonderful that we are so concerned with this part of God’s creation?  Isn’t it strange that we have so little 
concern for the greatest of all His creations, the creation of “man”.  We preserve and protect 
millions of acres so wildlife has a place so the male and females of various species can 
propagate and raise their offspring as a family.  In the 1950’s we discovered that the use of the 
chemical DDT was causing reproduction problems, especially in birds like the Bald Eagle 
and we banned the use of this chemical  so their eggs could develop and hatch.  But what are 
we doing to protect the greatest of all Gods creations? 
 
Maybe we need to get a law passed defining an unborn fetus as an endangered species.  
Is it more important for a bird egg to develop and come to full term and hatch than 
a baby to be born? A person will be penalized severely under the law for destroying 
an eagles egg but he can kill a human fetus in the womb with no legal consequences.  Think about it!  What is 
wrong with this set of priorities? What is wrong with this kind of ethics?  If we can pass a constitutional amendment 
to increase our sales tax to help protect the environment, why won’t our legislatures allow us to vote on a 
constitutional amendment to define and protect the sanctity of a traditional marriage? Why can’t we vote on the 
issue of abortion rather than have the Supreme Court make the rules.  Why are we being threatened with the 
Freedom of Choice Act (FOCA)?  Think about it!   
 
Have we become so enamored with God’s creation that we have forgotten that we are created in the image of God?  
We need to worship the Creator and not the creation.  Yes, we need to take care of the creation (nature), but we 
need to take the necessary measures to protect the unborn child who is created in the image of God. Perhaps we 
should seek the support of environmentalist to lobby to prohibit millions of dollars being given to “Planned

They were sent to 
three locations: St. Paul, Duluth and St.

Program Director:   Evaluate your council’s 
programs and make sure something is 
happening each month.  Assign someone to 
write up the projects and submit them for an 
award. 
 
Membership Director:  March is our Church 
Drive (Blitz) month.  Select a date with your 
pastor and for several weeks in advance have 
both bulletin and pulpit announcements.  Try to 
have a breakfast or coffee and roles as part of 
this and make a display to let others know what 
is being done by your council and Supreme and 
the State. 
 
GK:   Make sure you have submitted all the 
reports required to qualify for awards.  Watch 
those membership numbers and call your 
insurance field agent to help you qualify for 
awards. 
 
GK’s:   Select your delegates and alternates for 
the State Convention and make your 
reservations now.  Remember, you and a past 
GK from your council are considered as 
members of the State Council.

March Blitz:  Each fraternal year, the Order 
conducts two membership blitzes, one in 
October and the 2nd in March.  Now is the 
time to meet with your parish priest, schedule 
a weekend or two to conduct your blitz.  
Remember that the object of the blitz is to 
generate a list of prospects who will be 
signed up at a later date.  Following the blitz 
the council recruiting director along with 
members of the council make contact with 
these prospects and sign them up.  As you 
meet with the prospects, involve their wives; 
these seems to make the recruiting process 
much easier.  Having ample recruiting 
materials to share with prospects is a must.  
Scheduling an Open House is a good way to 
have an evening of good fellowship along 
with sharing with prospects the benefits of 
becoming a member of the Order.  If for 
some reason your council is unable to 
conduct a blitz in March, conduct it in April. 
 
Star Council:  Keep your eye on the target.  
Please make yourself very familiar with the 
Star Council Award requirements.  Given 
that we have on four months left in the 
fraternal year, it is now the time to recruit 
and sign up those new members.  Keep in 
mind your quota, and seek the assistance of 
your general or field agent in recruiting new 
members.
